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IN S T R U C T IO N S

The Annual Survey o f U.S. D irect Investm ent Abroad is conducted to 
secure cu rrent econom ic data on the operations o f U.S. parent 
companies and th e ir fore ign affilia tes. Reports filed  in th is  survey 
should be consistent w ith  those filed  in the 1992 BE-11 annual survey as 
concerns concepts and defin itions, accounting methods, affilia te and 
reporter conso lida tion , etc. However, filin g  th is  report is not contingent 
upon having filed  a 1992 BE-11.

I . R E P O R T IN G  R E Q U IR E M E N T S

Section 806.4 o f 15 CFR, Chapter VIII, requires tha t all persons subject to 
the reporting  requirem ents o f the BE-11 survey respond, w hether o r not 
they are contacted by BEA. It also requires tha t a person, o r the ir agent, 
w ho is contacted by BEA about reporting in th is survey, e ither by 
sending them  report form s o r by w ritte n  inqu iry , m ust respond in 
w rit in g . They may respond by: 1. certify ing  in w rit in g , w ith in  30 days of 
being contacted by BEA, to  the fact tha t the person had no direct 
investm ent w ith in  the purview  o f the reporting requirem ents of the 
BE-11 survey; 2 . com pleting  and returning the "BE-11 Claim fo r Not 
F iling" w ith in  30 days o f receipt o f the BE-11 survey report fo rm s; or
3 . filin g  the properly completed BE-11 report by May 31, 1994.

A . W h o  m u s t re p o r t:

1 . B a s ic  r e q u ir e m e n t —  A BE-11 report, consisting o f Forms 
BE-11 A, B, and C, is required from  every nonbank U.S. 
person having a nonbank fore ign affilia te  tha t is not exem pt 
as detailed in I.C. below. The reporting status o f a foreign  
affilia te is p rim arily  based on —

a . the am ount o f its —

(1) total assets at the end o f the  fiscal year,

( 2 )  annual sales or gross operating revenues, excluding 
sales taxes, fo r the  fiscal year, and

(3 )  annual net income (loss), afte r prov ision  fo r foreign  
income taxes, fo r the fiscal year,

hereafter, the "exem ption level items;" and

b . percent ownership , d irect and/or d irect, by the U.S.
person in the affilia te at the end o f the fiscal year.

2 . C a lc u la t io n  o f  o w n e rs h ip  p e rc e n ta g e  — A  U.S. Reporter's 
ownersh ip interest in a fore ign business enterprise may be 
d irectly  o r ind irectly  held, or both. It is d irectly  held if the U.S. 
Reporter (i.e., the "fu lly  consolidated U.S. dom estic business 
enterprise" as defined in I.D.1. below) holds the ownership  
interest in the foreign  business enterprise. It is ind irectly  held if, 
fo r example, the U.S. Reporter holds an ownership  interest in 
another fore ign business enterprise that, in turn , owns the given 
fo re ign  business enterprise. In determ ining "a U.S. Reporter's 
ow nersh ip interest," all d irect and ind irect lines o f ownersh ip 
interest in the fore ign business enterprise m ust be summed.
N o te  — An associated group is deemed to be one U.S. Reporter.

A  U.S. Reporter's percentage o f indirect ownership  interest in 
a given foreign  business enterprise is the  product o f the 
direct ownership  percentage o f the  U.S. Reporter in the firs t 
foreign  business enterprise in the ownersh ip chain, m u ltip lied  by 
th a t firs t enterprise 's direct ow nersh ip percentage in the second 
enterprise in the chain, m u ltip lied  by the corresponding direct 
ow nersh ip percentages fo r all o ther in tervening enterprises in 
the ow nersh ip chain, m u ltip lied  by the last intervening 
enterprise 's direct ow nersh ip percentage in the given foreign  
business enterprise.

B . F o rm s  re q u ir e d  a n d  th e  c r i te r ia  f o r  re p o r t in g  o n  e a c h  a re  as

fo llo w s :

1. A Form BE-11A (Report fo r U.S. Reporter) m ust be filed  by each
nonbank U.S. person tha t has a fo re ign a ffilia te  reportable on
Form BE-11B or BE-11C. Form BE-11A is required to cover the
fu lly  consolidated U.S. dom estic business enterprise. See I.D. 1.

2 . A Form BE-11B (Report fo r M ajority-O w ned Foreign A ffiliate)
m ust be filed  by the U.S. Reporter fo r each m ajority -ow ned
nonbank fo re ign affilia te fo r wh ich any o n e  o f the three
exem ption level items is outside the range o f negative $15
m illion  to  positive $15 m illio n  at year end.

3 .  A  Form BE-11C (Report fo r M inority-O wned Foreign A ffilia te ) must 
be filed  fo r each m inority-ow ned nonbank foreign  a ffilia te tha t is 
owned at least 20 percent, but not more than 50 percent, d irectly 
and/or indirectly , by all U.S. Reporters o f the a ffilia te  combined, 
and fo r which  any o n e  o f the three exem ption level items is 
outside the range o f negative $15 m illion  to  positive  $15 m illion
at year end.

4 .  A  Claim fo r Not F iling a BE-11 should be filed  if you were contacted 
by BEA and all of you r fore ign affilia tes are exempt.

N O T E S  —  An affiliate is m a jo rity -ow ned by v irtue  o f being owned more 
than 50 percent by all U.S. Reporters o f the a ffilia te com bined. Such 
affilia tes tha t meet the reporting requirem ents in I.B.2. above m ust be 
reported on Form BE-11B.

An affiliate ho lding an equ ity interest in another a ffilia te th a t m ust be 
reported on Form BE-11B o r C, m ust also be reported on Form BE-11B 
(if m a jo rity  owned) or C (if m ino rity  owned), regardless o f the value of 
its assets, sales, or net incom e (loss). That is, all affilia tes upward in a 
chain o f ow nersh ip m ust be reported.

C . E x e m p t a f f i l i a t e s  — Based on the preceding, a fo re ign a ffilia te is
exem pt from  being reported if it meets any one o f the  fo llow ing
criteria:

1. None o f its exem ption level items exceeds $15 m illio n  (positive or
negative).

2 .  It is less than 20 percent owned, directly  and/or indirectly , by all 
U.S. Reporters o f the affilia te combined. Note tha t a m inority-ow ned 
affiliate tha t is owned 20 percent o r more by a ll U.S. Reporters of 
the a ffilia te com bined, and th a t otherw ise meets the reporting 
requirem ents, m ust be reported on Form BE-11C even if no one U.S. 
Reporter owns 20 percent or more.

3 .  Its U.S. parent (U.S. Reporter) is a bank.

4 .  It is a bank.

An a ffilia te 's  receivables due from  its parent o r from  other affilia ted 
persons may not be elim inated from  total assets when apply ing the 
exem ption criteria fo r preparing th is report.

If you filed  a BE-11B or BE-11C fo r an affilia te  in 1992 tha t is exem pt in 
1993, and fo r which you received a label, a ffix  the affilia te label to either 
the BE-11B or C report, as appropriate, and enter the am ounts fo r tota l 
assets (in item 24 on the  BE-11B or in item 9 on the BE-11C), annual 
sales or gross operating revenues (in item 30 on the BE-11B or in item 
10 on the BE-11C), a n d  annual net incom e (loss) (in item 39 on the 
BE-11B or in item 12 on the BE-11C). If a ll o f your affilia tes are exempt 
in 1993, see I.B.4.

D . O t h e r  r e q u ir e m e n ts  fo r  f i l in g  F o rm  B E -1 1 A  —  R e p o r t  fo r  th e

U .S . R e p o r te r :

1 . D e f in i t io n  o f  " fu lly  c o n s o lid a te d  U .S . d o m e s tic  b u s in e s s

e n te rp r is e "  — The fu lly  consolidated U.S. dom estic business 
enterprise is defined as: 1. the U.S. corporation whose voting 
securities are not owned more than 50 percent by another U.S. 
corpora tion , and 2 . proceeding down each ow nersh ip chain from  
that U.S. corporation, any U.S. corporation  (inc luding Foreign 
Sales Corporations located in the United States) whose vo ting  
securities are more than 50 percent owned by the U.S. corporation  
above it. T h is  c o n s o lid a t io n  e x c lu d e s  fo r e ig n  b ra n c h e s  a n d  
a ll o th e r  fo re ig n  a f f i l ia t e s .

It is recognized that, in rare instances, cond itions may exist that 
w ou ld  lead a U.S. parent com pany to exclude a domestic 
subsidiary from  its consolidation. If a U.S. Reporter cannot 
consolidate all o f its dom estic subsidiaries in its Form BE-11A, i t  
m u s t re q u e s t a n d  be g ra n te d  perm ission from  BEA to  file  on an 
unconsolidated basis p rio r to  filin g  the report. The U.S. parent is 
responsible fo r ensuring tha t the required Form BE-11A and 
related Forms BE-11B and BE-11C, fo r itse lf and any 
unconsolidated dom estic subsidiaries, are filed  w ith  BEA. The 
filin g  deadline fo r an unconsolidated domestic subsidiary is the 
same as that fo r its U.S. parent.
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D . O th e r  re q u ir e m e n ts  fo r  f i l in g  F o rm  B E -1 1A  —  R e p o r t  f o r  th e

U .S . R e p o r te r :

2 . I f  th e  fo re ig n  a f f i l i a t e  is o w n e d  b y  o n ly  p a r t  o f  th e  fu lly  
c o n s o lid a te d  U .S . d o m e s tic  b u s in e s s  e n te rp r is e  —  The
U.S. Reporter is deemed to be the fu lly  consolidated U.S. 
dom estic business enterprise even if only  one en tity  in the 
consolidated U.S. enterprise directly  owns the foreign 
affilia te.

3 . U .S . R e p o r te r  t h a t  is  a n  in d iv id u a l,  e s ta t e , t r u s t , o r  
n o n p r o f i t  o rg a n iz a t io n  — A U.S. Reporter tha t is an 
ind iv idua l, estate, trust, or relig ious, charitable, or other 
nonpro fit organization, and tha t owns a nonexem pt foreign 
a ffilia te  directly, rather than th rough a U.S. business 
enterprise, should com plete on ly  item 1 o f Form BE-11A and 
attach an explanatory note attesting to  its status. Required 
Forms BE-11B and BE-11C m ust be filed  as appropriate.

4 . U .S . b u s in e s s  e n te rp r is e  o w n e d  b y  a n  in d iv id u a l , e s ta te , 
t r u s t ,  o r  n o n p r o f i t  o rg a n iz a t io n  —  If a U.S. indiv idual, 
estate, trust, or nonpro fit organization owns more than 50 
percent o f a U.S. business enterprise that, in turn , owns a 
foreign  affilia te, then the U.S. Reporter is deemed to be the 
U.S. business enterprise, not the ind ividua l, etc. The BE-11 
report should be filed  by, and Form BE-11A should be for, the 
U.S. business enterprise rather than the individual, etc.
However, d irect financial transactions or positions, if any, by 
the ind iv idua l, etc., w ith  the fore ign affilia te m ust be included 
in the business enterprise 's report.

5 . U .S . R e p o r te r  o w n e d  b y  a  fo re ig n  p e rs o n  — A U.S.
Reporter tha t is a U.S. affilia te o f a foreign  person a n d  tha t is 
filin g  a BE-15, Annual Survey o f Foreign Direct Investm ent in 
the United States — 1993, should only  com plete items 1 
th rough 4. See also III.B.

6 . J o in t  o w n e rs h ip  o f  fo re ig n  a f f i l i a t e  — If two  or more U.S.
Reporters jo in tly  own, directly  or indirectly, a fore ign affilia te, 
each U.S. Reporter must file  a Form BE-11 A. See I.E.2.

E. O th e r  re q u ir e m e n ts  f o r  f i l in g  F o rm s  B E -1 1 B  a n d

B E -1 1 C  —  R e p o r t  f o r  fo re ig n  a f f i l ia te :

1 . R u les  fo r  c o n s o lid a t io n  o f  fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e  — The
fo llow ing  rules should be used in determ in ing  wh ich foreign 
business enterprises may be consolidated into one foreign  
affiliate:

a. FOREIGN BUSINESS ENTERPRISES LOCATED IN 
DIFFERENT COUNTRIES MAY NOT, UNDER ANY 
CIRCUMSTANCES, BE CONSOLIDATED;

b . Foreign business enterprises located in the same country 
tha t are integral parts o f the same business operation 
m a y  be consolidated in to  one a ffiliate  (example: German 
enterprise A  m anufactures autom obile engines and a 
m a jo rity  of its sales are to  German enterprise B which 
produces com plete autom obilies); and

c . Foreign business enterprises located in the same country 
and in the same BEA 3-d ig it industry, as defined in the 
G u id e  t o  In d u s tr y  a n d  F o re ig n  T r a d e  C la s s if ic a t io n s  
f o r  In te r n a t io n a l S u rv e y s , Part I, m a y  be consolidated.

N o te  — A U.S. Reporter w ho participates in BEA's BE-577 
quarterly survey o f U.S. d irect investm ent abroad, Direct 
Transactions o f a U.S. Reporter w ith  Foreign A ffilia te , should 
consolidate foreign  business enterprises on Form BE-11B and 
BE-11C in the same m anner as on Form BE-577.

2 . R e p o r t in g  o f  fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e s  o w n e d  b y  m o re  th a n  o n e  
U .S . R e p o r te r  — If tw o  or more U.S. Reporters jo in tly  own, 
directly  or indirectly, a fore ign affilia te tha t is required to be 
reported on Form BE-11B, each U.S. Reporter m ust subm it a 
Form BE-11B fo r the affilia te. The U.S. Reporter having the 
highest percentage ownersh ip (direct and indirect combined) in 
the foreign  affilia te  m ust file  a fo rm  in which all items have 
been com pleted. The other U.S. Reporter(s) m ust file a fo rm  in 
wh ich only  Part I, items 1, 2, 6, 7, 8, and 9, has been completed.
If the ownership  percentages are the same, the  U.S. Reporters 
m ust decide am ong them selves w hich one w ill subm it the 
com plete report.

Note, however, tha t in Part II, Sections C, D, and E, o f Form 
BE-11B, data m ust be reported by transactor. For example, in 
Part II, Section C, Com position o f External Finances, one transactor 
category is "w ith  U.S. Reporter(s) o f this affilia te." If the U.S. Reporter 
filin g  the com plete Form BE-11B cannot, or prefers no t to, secure from  
the affilia te  and report the data concerning the other U.S. Reporter(s) 
o f the affilia te, then each U.S. Reporter is required to report its ow n data 
in those sections o f Part II. The U.S. Reporter filin g  the complete

I. R E P O R T IN G  R E Q U IR E M E N T S  —  C o n tin u e d Form BE-11B m ust attach a note to  the fo rm  stating that it is not 
reporting the data in Sections C, D, and E o f Part II fo r the other 
U.S. Reporter(s) and m ust so in form  the o ther U.S. Reporter(s).

If tw o  or more U.S. Reporters jo in tly  own a fore ign affilia te tha t 
is required to be reported on Form BE-11C, only  the U.S. 
Reporter having the highest percentage ownership  (direct and 
indirect combined) in the fore ign affilia te m ust file  the form .

3 . R e p o r t in g  w h e n  th e r e  is  m o re  th a n  o n e  fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e  
in  a  c h a in  o f  o w n e rs h ip  —  A Form BE-11B or BE-11C m ust be 
filed  fo r a foreign  affilia te o f the U.S. Reporter tha t owns 
another n o n e x e m p t foreign  a ffilia te o f tha t U.S. Reporter, even 
if the foreign  affilia te parent is otherw ise exempt, i.e., a Form 
BE-11B or BE-11C m ust be filed  fo r all affilia tes upward in a 
chain o f ownership.

R e la t io n s h ip  b e tw e e n  F o rm s  B E -1 1 A , B E -1 1 B , a n d  
B E -1 1 C  —  The term  "U.S. Reporter" is defined to mean the 
fu lly  consolidated U.S. domestic business enterprise; 
therefore, on Forms BE-11B and BE-11C, when data on trade 
and financial re lationships between the U.S. Reporter and the 
fore ign affilia te are requested, the data m ust reflect the 
fore ign a ffilia te 's  re lationship w ith  the entire U.S. enterprise, 
not m erely w ith  one d iv ision , operating unit, or part.

I I .  D E F IN IT IO N S

A . 1 9 9 3  f is c a l y e a r  is the U.S. Reporter's or the fo re ign a ffilia te 's 
financial reporting year tha t has an ending date in calendar 
year 1993. Those U.S. Reporters or affilia tes having a "52/53 
week" fiscal year tha t ends w ith in  the firs t week o f January 
1994, are considered to have a 1993 fiscal year fo r purposes of 
filin g  th is  survey, and should report December 31, 1993 as the ir 
1993 fiscal year end. A  business enterprise that does not have a 
financial reporting year, or does not have a financial reporting 
year ending  in calendar year 1993 is deemed to have a fiscal 
year identical to  calendar year 1993. (U.S. Reporters and 
fore ign affilia tes tha t changed the ending date o f the ir financial 
reporting year in 1993 should contact BEA to determ ine what 
reporting period should be used.)

B. A f f i l i a t e  means a business enterprise located in one country 
wh ich is d irectly o r ind irectly  owned or controlled by a person 
of another country to the extent o f 10 per centum or more o f its 
vo ting  stock fo r an incorporated business or an equivalent 
interest fo r an un incorporated business, includ ing  a branch.

C . A s s o c ia te d  g ro u p  means tw o  or more persons who, by the 
appearance o f the ir actions, by agreement, or by an 
understanding, exercise th e ir vo ting  privileges in a concerted 
m anner to influence the m anagem ent o f a business enterprise. 
Each o f the fo llow ing  are deemed to be an associated group —

1. Members o f the same fam ily ,

2 .  A  business enterprise and one or more o f its officers or 
d irectors,

3 .  Members o f a syndicate or jo in t venture, or

4 .  A  corporation  and its domestic subsidiaries.

D . B ra n c h  means the operations or activities conducted by a 
person in a d iffe rent location in its own name rather than 
th rough an incorporated entity.

E. B u s in e s s  e n te rp r is e  means any organization, association, 
branch, or venture w h ich exists fo r pro fitm aking purposes o r to 
otherw ise secure economic advantage, and any ownersh ip of 
any real estate.

F. F o r e ig n , when used in a geographic sense, means th a t which 
is situated outside the United States or which belongs to  or is 
characteristic o f a country other than the United States.

G . F o re ig n  a f f i l i a t e  means an a ffilia te located outside the United 
States in which a U.S. person has direct investment.

H . F o re ig n  a f f i l i a t e  p a r e n t  means a U.S. Reporter's foreign  
a ffilia te w h ich has an equ ity  interest in another foreign  affiliate 
o f the U.S. Reporter.

I. F o re ig n  p e rs o n  means any person resident outside the United 
States or subject to  the ju risd ic tion  o f a country other than the 
United States.

J . F u lly  c o n s o lid a te d  U .S . d o m e s tic  b u s in e s s  e n te rp r is e  
m e a n s

1. the U.S. corporation whose voting  securities are not owned 
more than 50 percent by another U.S. corporation , and 2 .  
proceeding down each ownership  chain from  tha t U.S. 
corpora tion , any U.S. corporation (inc luding Foreign Sales 
Corporations located in the United States) whose voting 
securities are more than 50 percent owned by the U.S. 
corporation above it. This conso lida tion excludes foreign 
branches and all other fo re ign affiliates.
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K . In te r m e d ia ry  means an agent, nom inee, manager, custodian, trust, 
o r any person acting in a s im ila r capacity.

L. M a jo r ity - o w n e d  fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e  means a fore ign affilia te in 
which the c o m b in e d  direct and indirect ownership  interest o f ALL 
U.S. REPORTERS o f the affilia te exceeds 50 per centum.

M . M in o r i ty -o w n e d  fo re ig n  a f f i la t e  means a fo re ign a ffilia te  in which 
the combined direct and ind irect ownersh ip interest o f at least one 
U.S. Reporter is 10 per centum or more, but the com bined direct and 
indirect ownersh ip interests o f all U.S. Reporters o f the affilia te is 50 
per centum or less.

N . P e rs o n  means any ind iv idua l, branch, partnership, associated 
group, association, estate, trust, corporation, or o ther organization 
(whether or not organized under the laws o f any State), and any 
governm ent (including a fore ign governm ent, the United States 
G overnment, a State or local governm ent, and any agency, 
corporation , financial institu tion , or o ther en tity  or instrum enta lity  
thereof, includ ing  a governm ent-sponsored agency).

O . U .S . d ir e c t  in v e s tm e n t a b ro a d  means the ownership  or control, 
d ir e c t ly  o r  in d ir e c t ly , by one U.S. person o f 10 per centum or 
more o f the vo ting  securities o f an incorporated foreign  business 
enterprise or an equivalent interest in an unincorporated foreign  
business enterprise, inc luding a branch.

P . U .S . p e rs o n  means any person resident in the United States or 
subject to the ju ris id ic tion  o f the United States.

Q . U .S . R e p o r te r  means the U.S. person wh ich has direct investm ent 
in a fore ign business enterprise, inc luding a branch. If the  U.S. 
person is an incorporated business enterprise, the U.S. Reporter is 
the fu lly  consolidated U.S. dom estic enterprise. See II.J.

R . U n ite d  S ta te s , when used in a geographic sense, means the 
several States, the D istrict o f Columbia, the Com m onw ealth of 
Puerto Rico, and all territo ries and possessions o f the United States.

I I I .  C L A R IF IC A T IO N  O F  C O V E R A G E  A N D  
S P E C IA L  S IT U A T IO N S

A . D e te r m in in g  e x is te n c e  o f  a  fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e  — In general, a U.S. 
person's foreign  operation or ac tiv ity  is considered a fore ign affilia te 
if it is legally o r functiona lly  separable from  the  dom estic operations 
o r activities o f the U.S. person. In m ost cases, it is clear whether the 
fore ign operation or ac tiv ity  constitutes an affilia te. For example, if 
the operation or activ ity  is incorporated abroad, as is true  in the 
m a jo rity  o f cases, it is a lways considered a fo re ign affilia te. Even if it 
is unincorporated, the fore ign operation or ac tiv ity  is usually legally 
or functiona lly  separable from  the U.S. person's domestic 
operations or activities. In cases where it is not clearly separable, the 
determ ination  o f w hether the operation or activ ity constitutes a 
fore ign affilia te  is made on a case-by-case basis, depending on the 
w e igh t o f the evidence.
Factors tha t w ou ld  tend to  indicate tha t the operation or activ ity  is a 
foreign  affilia te  are:

1. It pays fo re ign income taxes.

2 .  It has a substantia l physical presence abroad, as evidenced by plant 
and equ ipm ent, or employees, perm anently located abroad.

3 .  Separate financial records are kept on the  fore ign operation or 
activity  tha t w ou ld  a llow  preparation o f financial statements, 
inc luding a balance sheet and income statement. (A mere record of 
d isbursements to, or receipts from , the fore ign operation or activ ity 
w ou ld  not constitute a "financial statem ent" fo r th is purpose.)

4 .  It takes title  to the goods it sells and receives revenues therefrom .

5 .  It receives funds fo r its own account from  custom ers fo r services it 
performs.

Factors tha t w ou ld  tend to indicate that it is n o t a foreign  a ffilia te are:

1. It engages only  in sales p rom otion, public re lations types of 
activities, o r otherw ise conducts business abroad fo r the U.S. 
Reporter's account and not fo r its own account. See III.E.

2 . It has no separate financial statements.

3 .  It receives funds to  cover its expenses on ly  from  the U.S. Reporter.

4 .  It pays no fore ign income taxes.

5 .  It has lim ited property, p lant, and equipm ent, or no employees, 
perm anently located abroad.

B. U .S . R e p o r te r  o w n e d  b y  a  fo r e ig n  p e rs o n  —  A U.S. business 
enterprise th a t is a U.S. Reporter in th is BE-11 survey may also be a 
U.S. affilia te o f a fore ign person that m ust report in the BE-15,
Annual Survey o f Foreign Direct Investm ent in the United States — 
1993. This could be the case if the U.S. business enterprise both 
owns fore ign affilia tes and is owned 10 percent or more, d irectly  or 
indirectly, by a fo re ign person. In such cases, the U.S. business 
enterprise should report in th is survey w ith  respect to  any foreign

I I .  D E F IN IT IO N S  —  C o n tin u e d business enterprise it owns o r controls, d irectly  o r indirectly, to  the 
extent o f 10 percent or more, but should not report o ther property of 
its fore ign owner. (A fore ign business enterprise tha t is jo in tly  
owned by the U.S. Reporter and the fore ign ow ner o f the U.S. 
Reporter should be considered a foreign  affilia te o f the U.S. Reporter 
provided the U.S. Reporter has a 10 percent or more ownership 
interest.) For purposes o f the BE-11 survey, the fore ign ow ner o f the 
U.S. Reporter and the directly  and ind irectly  owned fore ign affilia tes 
o f the fo re ign ow ner (other than those held th rough the U.S. 
Reporter), are to  be considered unaffiliated fore ign persons.

For a U.S. person that files  both Form BE-11A and Form BE-15, on ly 
items 1— 4 and the certifica tion on Form BE-11A should be 
completed. The rem ainder o f Form BE-11A w ill be com pleted by 
BEA using data from  tha t person's Form BE-15.

C . F o re ig n  a f f i l i a t e  o p e r a t in g  c o m p le te ly  o u ts id e  it s  c o u n tr y  o f  
in c o rp o ra t io n  — If a fore ign affilia te conducts all its operations 
from , and is located in, a single foreign  country tha t is d iffe rent from  
its country of incorpora tion , it is deemed to be operating to ta lly  
outside its country o f incorpora tion . A  single BE-11B or BE-11C 
report fo r the en tity  in the country o f operation m ust be filed, 
trea ting  it as an incorporated fo re ign a ffilia te ; do not file  a separate 
BE-11B or BE-11C report fo r the en tity  in the fore ign country of 
incorpora tion . If, however, the fore ign a ffilia te has any o f the 
fo llow ing  in the country o f incorporation:

1. bank account,

2 . employees,

3 .  property, p lant, or equipm ent, or

4 .  sales,

it is deemed to  have operations in its fore ign country o f 
incorpora tion and, therefore, a separate BE-11B or BE-11C report 
m ust be filed fo r the  en tity  in tha t country.

If a foreign  affilia te incorporated abroad conducts its operations 
from , and has locations in, more than one fore ign country, a 
separate Form BE-11B or BE-11C m ust be filed  fo r each country in 
which it has operations, and a separate Form BE-11B or BE-11C 
m ust be filed fo r the en tity  in the fore ign country o f incorpora tion , 
trea ting  the en tity  as an incorporated foreign  affilia te in th a t country.

If a foreign  affilia te incorporated abroad conducts its operations 
from , and is located in, the United States, a Form BE-11B or BE-11C 
m ust be filed fo r the en tity  in the country o f incorpora tion, trea ting it 
as an incorporated fore ign a ffilia te in tha t country.

D . R e a l e s ta t e  — The ow nersh ip o f fore ign real estate is defined to be 
a business enterprise and, if fore ign real estate is owned by a U.S. 
person, it is a fo re ign a ffilia te o f a U.S. Reporter. A  Form BE-11B or 
BE-11C is required unless the enterprise is otherw ise exempt.

Real estate tha t is norm ally  included in the property, p lant, and 
equ ipm ent account o f a foreign  a ffilia te is not to  be reported as a 
separate affilia te.

Residential real estate held exclusively by a U.S. person fo r personal 
use and not fo r pro fitm aking purposes is not subject to the reporting 
requirem ents. A  prim ary residence abroad th a t is leased to  others 
w h ile  the ow ner is a U.S. resident, but wh ich the ow ner intends to 
reoccupy, is considered real estate held fo r personal use.

O wnership o f fore ign residentia l real estate by a business enterprise, 
the sole purpose o f wh ich is to  hold the real estate fo r the personal 
use o f the owner(s) o f the business enterprise, is considered to  be 
real estate held fo r personal use and therefore not subject to  the 
reporting  requirements.

If a U.S. person has a direct or ind irect vo ting  ow nersh ip interest o f 
10 percent or more in a jo in t venture, partnership, etc., tha t is form ed 
to own and hold, develop, or operate real estate, the jo in t venture, 
partnership etc., in its entirety, not ju s t the U.S. person's share, is a 
fore ign, affilia te and m ust be reported unless otherw ise exempt.

E . A ir l in e s  a n d  s h ip  o p e r a to rs  — U.S. airlines ' and ship operators' 
fo re ign stations, ticket offices, and term ina l and port facilit ies that 
provide services o n ly  to  th e ir ow n operations are not foreign  
affilia tes and are not subject to the reporting  requirem ents. Reports 
are required when such fac ilities produce sign ificant revenues from  
services provided to  unaffiliated persons.

F. D e te r m in in g  lo c a t io n  o f  t r a n s a c t o r  (s o u rc e ) f o r  in v e s tm e n t  
in c o m e  in c lu d e d  in  s a le s  o r  g ro s s  o p e r a t in g  re v e n u e s  —

Finance or insurance companies tha t include investm ent income in 
gross operating revenues should report the am ount o f such 
investm ent income in item 21 on Form BE-11A and the am ount and 
source o f such investm ent income in item 52, colum ns (1) through 
(7), on Form BE-11B based on the location o f the issuer o f the 
financial instrum ent whether pub lic ly  issued or priva tely placed. (For 
rental income from  real estate, base it on the location o f the 
property.) If the location o f the issuer o f the financial instrum ent is 
unknown, then the na tiona lity  of the issuer may be substituted. In 
those cases where both the location and na tiona lity  o f the issuer are 
unknown, and an inte rm ediary  (e.g., trustee, custodian, or nominee) 
is used to manage the investm ent (financial instrum ent or real 
estate) on behalf o f the U.S. Reporter o r fo re ign affilia te, the country 
o f location o f the interm ediary  may be used instead.

G . R e p o r t in g  f o r  U .S . R e p o r te rs  a n d  fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e s  t h a t  a re  
in s u ra n c e  c o m p a n ie s

1 . W here there is a difference, the financial and operating data fo r 
insurance com panies in the BE-11 survey are to be prepared on 
the same basis as an annual report to stockholders, rather than on 
the basis of an annual statem ent to  an insurance department. 
Valuation should be according to norm al com m ercial accounting 
procedures, n o t at the rates prom ulgated by national insurance 
departm ents, i.e., include assets no t acceptable fo r inclusion in the 
annual statem ent to  an insurance departm ent. Include 1. 
non-trusteed or free account assets and 2 . nonadm itted assets, 
such as fu rn itu re  and equ ipm ent, agents' debit balances, and all 
receivables deemed to be collectib le. M andatory securities 
va luation reserves tha t are appropria tions o f retained earnings are 
to  be included in the ow ners' equity section o f the balance sheet, 
n o t in the lia b ility  section.

2 .  Assets o f an affilia te 's  U.S. Reporter tha t are held in the country o f 
location o f the affilia te  and tha t are fo r the benefit o f the U.S. 
Reporter's po licy holders are not to  be included in the data 
reported fo r the a ffilia te on Form BE-11B o r BE-11C.

3 .  Instructions fo r reporting  specific items are:

a . Include in total assets (item 17 on Form BE-11 A, item 24 on 
Form BE-11B, and item 9 on Form BE-11C) and in "o ther current 
assets" (item 20 on Form BE-11B) such items as agents' 
balances, uncollected prem ium s, am ounts recoverable from  
reinsurers, and o ther current notes and accounts receivable 
(net o f a llowances fo r doubtfu l items) arising from  the ord inary  
course o f business.

b . Include in total liab ilities (item 18 on Form BE-11A and item 28 
on Form BE-11B) and in current liab ilities (item 25 or 26 on 
Form BE-11B) such items as loss liabilities , po licy claims, 
com m iss ions due, and o ther current liab ilities arising from  the 
ord inary  course o f business. Include po licy reserves in total 
liab ilities and in "o ther noncurrent liab ilities" (item 27 on Form 
BE-11B).

c . Include in sales or gross operating revenues, excluding sales 
taxes (item 20 on Form BE-11 A, item 30 on Form BE-11B, and 
item 10 on Form BE-11C), such items as earned prem ium s, 
annuity considerations, gross investm ent income, and items of 
a s im ilia r nature. (Income from  fore ign affilia tes should be 
reported in item 31, not item 33, on Form BE-11B.)

d . Include realized gains (losses) from  the sale or m atu rity  of 
investments in item 32 o f Form BE-11B and unrealized gains 
(losses) from  changes in the valuation o f investm ents in item 
41 o f Form BE-11B.

e . Include in cost o f services rendered (item 35 on Form BE-11B) 
costs relating to  sales or gross operating revenues, excluding 
sales taxes (item 30 on Form BE-11B), such as po licy losses 
incurred, death benefits, m atured endowm ents, o ther policy 
benefits, increases in liab ilities fo r future  policy benefits, other 
underw riting  expenses, and investm ent expenses.

f .  Include in investm ent income (item 21 o f Form BE-11A and 
item 52, colum n (1) o f Form BE-11B) tha t portion o f sales or 
gross operating revenues tha t is investm ent income (other than 
any gain (loss) on the sale or m atu rity  o f investments, which 
should be reported as "certain realized and unrealized gains 
(losses)" as detailed above). See III.F. fo r instructions on 
de te rm in ing  the location o f  the transactor o f  investm ent 
income.

g . Include in sales o f services (item s 23, 24, and 25 o f Form 
BE-11A and item 54, colum n (1) o f Form BE-11B prem ium  
income and incom e from  other services, if  any.

A .  A c c o u n tin g  m e th o d s  a n d  re c o rd s  — Generally accepted U.S. 
accounting princip les should be fo llow ed, unless otherw ise specified. 
Corporations should generally use the same m ethods and records tha t 
are used to generate reports to  stockholders, except where 
instructions indicate a variance. Reports fo r un incorporated persons 
must be generated on an equ ivalent basis.

References to Financial Accounting S tandards Board statements are 
referred to  as "FASB" statements.

B . T ra n s la t io n  o f  fo r e ig n  c u rre n c y  f in a n c ia l a n d  o p e r a t in g  d a ta  
in to  U .S . d o lla r s

1 . F in a n c ia l s ta te m e n ts  —  Foreign affilia te financial statements, 
such as the balance sheet and income statement, should be 
translated into U.S. do llars using FASB 52.

2 . S e le c te d  f in a n c ia l a n d  o p e r a t in g  d a ta  o f  fo re ig n  a f f i l i a t e  —

According to FASB 52, "Revenue and expense transactions shall 
be translated in a m anner tha t produces approxim a te ly  the same 
do lla r am ounts tha t w ou ld  have resulted had the underlying 
transactions been translated into do llars on the dates they 
occured." Since separate transla tion  o f each transaction is usually 
im practical, the specific result can be achieved by using an 
average rate fo r the  period.

In Forms BE-11B and BE-11C, certain revenue and expense 
transactions w hich may not be translated separately fo r the 
financial statements, such as employee compensation and 
exports and im ports, are required to be reported. These 
transactions should be translated in a m anner tha t is consistent 
w ith  tha t used to translate the financial statements to  U.S. 
dollars.

C . In d u s tr y  c la s s i f ic a t io n  —  A list and explanation o f the industry  
classifications used are given in the G u id e  t o  In d u s try  a n d  F o re ig n  
T ra d e  C la s s if ic a t io n s  fo r  In te r n a t io n a l S u rv e y s , BE-799, wh ich is 
included as part o f the BE-11 report package.

D . D is t r ib u t io n  o f  s a le s  a m o n g  g o o d s , s e rv ic e s , a n d  in v e s tm e n t  
in c o m e  —  Certain sections o f the BE-11 survey form s request that 
sales be disaggregated into sales o f goods, sales o f services, and 
investm ent income. Sales o f services are those sales associated w ith  
industries coded in the 400, 600, 700, or 800 series, or in codes 070, 
108, 124, 138, or 148 o f the list o f ISI codes given in the G u id e  to  
In d u s tr y  a n d  F o re ig n  T r a d e  C la s s if ic a t io n s  f o r  In te r n a t io n a l  
S u rv e y s , except tha t companies, such as finance and insurance 
companies, tha t include investm ent income (e.g., interest and 
dividends) in gross operating revenues should include such income in 
"investm ent income" rather than in "sales o f services." The question 
may arise as to whether sales classified in construction  (code 150) or 
wholesale o r retail trade (codes in the 500 series) should be 
considered sales o f goods or sales o f services. These industries are 
som etim es considered service industries on the basis o f the activities 
o f the firm s classified in them . However, businesses engaged in 
wholesale and retail trade are selling goods, and the ou tput of 
businesses engaged in the construction  industry  is largely tangible. 
Therefore, fo r the purpose o f classifying sales between goods and 
services, sales In construction  and in wholesale and retail trade are 
considered sales o f goods even though these businesses may 
sometim es be considered to  be in a service industry.

E. E s t im a te s  — If actual data are not available, o r on ly  partia l data are 
available, estimates should be supplied and labeled as such. When 
data items cannot be fu lly  subd ivided as required, totals  and an 
estim ated breakdown o f the tota ls should be supplied.

Certain sections o f Forms BE-11A and BE-11B require data tha t may 
not norm ally  be m aintained in a com pany's custom ary accounting 
records. Provision o f precise data in these areas may present the 
respondent w ith  a substantia l burden beyond w hat is intended by 
BEA. This may be especially true for:

•  BE-11 A, Part II, Section B — D is tribu tion  o f sales o r gross 
operating revenues by w hether the sales were goods, services, 
o r investm ent income;

• BE-11 A, Part II, Section D —  Exports and im ports o f the U.S. 
Reporter on a shipped basis;

• BE-11B, Part II, Section C — C om position o f external finances 
by transactor;

• Be-11B, Part II, Section D — D istribution o f sales o r gross 
operating revenues, by transactor, by country o f destination, 
and by w hether the sales were goods, services, or investm ent 
income; and

• BE-11B, Part II, Section E —  U.S. exports and im ports o f the 
fo re ign a ffilia te on a shipped basis.
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F. S p a c e  o n  fo r m  in s u f f ic ie n t  — When space on a fo rm  is insu fficient 
to perm it a fu ll answer to  any item, the required in fo rm ation should 
be subm itted  on supplem entary sheets, appropriate ly  labeled and 
referenced to  the  item num ber and the form .

V . IN S T R U C T IO N S  F O R  S P E C IF IC  
P A R T S  O F  T H E  R E P O R T  F O R M S

A . C e r ta in  re a liz e d  a n d  u n r e a liz e d  g a in s  ( lo s s e s ) f o r  s e c u r it ie s  
d e a le r s , f in a n c e  c o m p a n ie s , a n d  re a l e s ta t e  c o m p a n ie s

1 . S e c u r it ie s  d e a le rs  DO NOT include realized gains (losses) due to 
sale o r m atu rity  o f investments in item 32 o f Form BE-11B, rather, 
include in gross operating revenues. Unrealized gains (losses) due 
to  changes in the va luation of investm ents tha t are recognized 
during  the reporting period SHOULD be included in item 41 of 
Form BE-11B.

2 . F in a n c e  c o m p a n ie s  SHOULD include realized gains (losses) from  
the sale or m atu rity  o f investments in item 32 o f Form BE-11B, 
and unrealized gains (losses) due to  changes in the valuation of 
investm ents in item 41 o f Form BE-11B.

8 .  U .S . m e r c h a n d is e  t r a d e  —  The data on U.S. merchandise trade 
between U.S. Reporters and th e ir fore ign  affilia tes are to  be reported 
on a "shipped" basis, i.e., on the basis o f when and to  (or by) whom  
the goods where shipped in order fo r them  to  be on the same basis as 
officia l U.S. trade statistics to  wh ich they w ill be compared. However, 
it is recognized tha t U.S. Reporters and th e ir fore ign affilia tes keep 
th e ir accounting records on a "charged" basis, i.e., on the basis o f 
when and to (or by) whom  the goods were billed or charged. If there 
is no m ateria l d ifference between the tw o  bases, the "charged" basis 
may be used. However, if a m ateria l d ifference does exist, then trade 
m ust be reported on the "shipped" basis. For th is  purpose, the  U.S. 
Reporter may have to derive the data from  export and im port 
declarations filed  w ith  U.S. Customs or from  shipp ing and receiving 
documents, rather than from  accounting records, o r m ay have to 
otherw ise adjust its data from  a "charged" to  a "shipped" basis. In 
item 33 o f Form BE-11A and item 55 o f Form BE-11B, the U.S.
Reporter m ust indicate tha t the data are in fact being reported 
essentia lly on the "shipped" basis. BEA w ill require the U.S. Reporter 
to  refile the data if  it determ ines th a t there is a material d ifference 
between the "charged” and "shipped" bases, and that the data are not 
on, o r adjusted to, the "shipped" bases.

1. D e f in i t io n  o f  U .S . m e r c h a n d is e  t r a d e  —  U.S. merchandise 
trade refers to  physical m ovem ents o f goods between the 
custom s area of the United States and the custom s area o f a 
fore ign country. Consigned goods m ust be included in the trade 
figures when shipped or received, even though not norm ally 
recorded as sales o r purchases, or entered into in tercom pany 
accounts w hen in it ia lly  consigned. Exclude the value o f ships, 
planes, ra ilroad ro lling  stock, and trucks tha t were tem pora rily  
outside the United States, transporting  people or merchandise.

2 . T im in g  — Only goods actually shipped between the United 
States and fore ign country during  FY 1993 should be included, 
regardless o f when the goods were charged or consigned. For 
example, goods shipped by the U.S. Reporter to  an a ffilia te in FY 
1993 tha t were charged or consigned in FY 1994 should be 
included, bu t goods shipped to  an a ffilia te  in FY 1992 tha t were 
charged or consigned to the affilia te  in FY 1993 should be 
excluded.

3 . T ra d e  o f  th e  U .S . R e p o r te r  — Goods shipped by, or to, the 
U.S. Reporter, whether or not they were actually charged or 
consigned by, o r to , the U.S. Reporter, are considered to be trade 
o f the U.S. Reporter.

4 .  T ra d e  o f  a fo r e ig n  a f f i l i a t e  —  Goods shipped by, or to , a
fore ign a ffilia te , w hether or no t they were actually charged or 
consigned by, or to, the foreign  affilia te  are considered to  be 
trade o f the  fore ign affilia te.

5 . B y (o r  to )  w h o m  g o o d s  w e r e  s h ip p e d  —  Shipm ent by, or to,
an en tity  refers to  the physical m ovem ent o f merchandise to  or 
from  the U.S. custom s area by, o r to , tha t en tity  regardless o f by, 
or to, w hom  the merchandise was charged or consigned. Thus, 
fo r example, if the U.S. Reporter charges goods to a foreign 
affilia te  in France but ships the goods to  an unafffilia ted  fore igner 
in Switzerland, the goods are considered U.S. merchandise 
exports by the U.S. Reporter to  the unafffilia ted  fo re igner in 
Switzerland and should be recorded as such on the U.S.
Reporter's Form BE-11 A. Or if the U.S. Reporter charges goods to 
a German affiliate  but ships them  to  an Italian affilia te, the  goods 
should be recorded as U.S. merchandise exports by the U.S. 
Reporter on ly  on the Form BE-11B o r BE-11C o f the Italian 
affilia te, not on that o f the German affiliate. S im ila rly , if goods 
were charged by the U.S. Reporter to  an affilia te  but

IV . G E N E R A L  IN S T R U C T IO N S  —  C o n tin u e d shipped to the a ffilia te by another U.S. person, the  goods should 
be considered an export by "other U.S. persons," not by the U.S. 
Reporter, on the a ffilia te 's  Form BE-11B or BE-11C.

N o t e  —  Merchandise shipped by an independent carrier or a 
fre ig h t forw arder at the expense o f an en tity  are shipm ents by 
th a t entity.

6 . V a lu a t io n  o f  e x p o r ts  —  U.S. merchandise exports shou ld be 
valued f.a.s. (free alongside ship) at the U.S. port of 
exportation. This includes all costs incurred up to the po in t o f 
loading the goods aboard the export carrier at the U.S. Port of 
exportation, inc luding the se lling price at the in te rio r po in t o f 
sh ipm ent (or costs if not sold), packaging costs, and in land 
fre igh t and insurance. It excludes all subsequent costs, such as 
loading cost, fo re ign  im port duties, and fre igh t and insurance 
from  the  U.S. port o f exporta tion  to  the fore ign port o f entry.

7 . V a lu a t io n  o f  im p o r t s  — U.S. merchandise im ports should be 
valued at the actual contract price agreed upon between buyer 
and seller, adjusted to  an f.a.s. foreign  port-of-exportation 
basis. This includes all costs incurred up to  the po in t o f loading 
the goods aboard the export carrier at the fore ign port of 
exporta tion , including the selling price at the in te rio r po in t o f 
sh ipm ent (or cost if not sold), packaging costs, and inland 
fre ig h t and insurance. It excludes all subsequent costs, such as 
loading costs, U.S. im port duties, and fre ig h t and insurance 
from  the foreign  port o f exportation  to the U.S. port o f entry.

E x te n s io n  —  Requests fo r an extension o f the reporting deadline w ill 
not norm a lly  be granted. However, in a hardship case, a w ritten  
request fo r an extension w ill be considered prov ided it is received at 
least 15 days p rio r to  the due date o f the report and enumerates 
substantive reasons necessitating the extension. BEA w ill provide a 
w ritten  response to  such requests.

The BE-11, Annual Survey of U.S. Direct Investment Abroad, is being conducted to obtain data 
on the financial and operating characteristics of U.S. parent companies and their foreign 
affiliates. A BE-11 report, consisting of Forms BE-11A, B, and/or C, is required from every 
nonbank U.S. person that, at the end of its 1993 fiscal year, had a nonbank foreign affiliate that 
is not exempt (see I.C. of the Instructions). A completed BE-11 a n n u a l  survey or a Claim for 
Not Filing must be returned to the Bureau of Economic Analysis no later than May 31, 1994.

The data from the survey are needed to monitor changes in U.S. direct investment abroad, 
assess its impact on the U.S. and foreign economies, and, based upon that assessment, make 
informed policy decisions regarding U.S. direct investment abroad.

Reports are mandatory under Section 5 of the International Investment and Trade in Services 
Survey Act, (P.L. 94-472, 22 U.S.C. 3101 to 3108, as amended), which provides both civil and 
criminal penalties for failure to respond. As provided by Section 5(c) of the Act, the 
information reported may be used for analytical and statistical purposes only and will be held 
confidential. Implementing regulations are in the Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter 15, Part 
806.

The enclosed affiliate identification labels are to be affixed in items 1 and 2 of Form BE-11B or 
BE-11C, whichever is applicable. For affiliates for which labels are not provided, please fill in 
the identification information. Also, please provide us with a copy of your a n n u a l  report to 
stockholders and Form 10K; these documents frequently contain information that preclude 
follow-up calls.
