« The National League of Cities is in the process of planning a series of blogs and webinars next year to
raise awareness of what's coming and to help cities prepare especially in how they might fill their data
science staffing and capability gaps.

« Continued partnership between all levels of government—Iocal, state, and federal—to provide resources
for the evidence ecosystem is critical. The federal government can be a key partner in providing resources,
and state and local leaders can be key partners in improving communication and data quality.

- Engagement with the major associations representing state and local governments is important for creating
the NSDS and for long-term success. Our group members are each engaged with various national
associations and will share information to amplify the message and encourage support.

» Local governments are closest to citizens and their support will be important in achieving public
understanding and backing.

- We need to make sure that state and local government input and engagement are meaningful both in
terms of substantive content as well as timing.
